Evaluation of the applications will begin January 19, 2010, and will continue until the position is filled. Applications received by December 7, 2009, will be considered for preliminary interviews at the Joint Mathematics Meetings in San Francisco, January 13-16.

Responsibilities include teaching a broad spectrum of courses at all levels of the curriculum, active involvement in scholarly work, and directing undergraduate research. While all specialties will receive consideration, the ideal candidate will be comfortable teaching a Statistics service course, an upper-division Analysis course, and/or the Probability & Statistics course for advanced mathematics majors. The annual teaching schedule is six mathematics courses across two semesters, which typically includes two courses beyond the calculus sequence. A typical introductory class (either service course or calculus) has 25 to 35 students, while a typical course at the sophomore level or above has five to ten students.
