Quarantine / Isolation Meals

Should a student be assigned to a quarantine room or the isolation house, Hendrix Dining will
provide meals as follows:

The student will initially receive a care package that includes snacks, beverages, and
breakfast items.

After receiving an email from the quarantine support manager, the student will need to
respond to the campus dietitian to request dietary restrictions or preferences.

Meals are determined by the dining services and include: continental breakfast, cold
lunch plate including a sandwich and salad, and a dinner meal in a reheatable container,
plus beverages.

Meals will be delivered once per day in the afternoon to cover the current day’s dinner,
and breakfast and lunch for the next day.

Meal deliveries and care packages will be coordinated between the Dining Services,
guarantine support manager, and resident hall assistants.

Meal plans will be charged for two meals a day (lunch and dinner) up to the students
plan limit.

Those residing in apartments have the option to opt-out of meal deliveries. Please note
your preferences when emailing the campus dietitian.
