2009-2010 Guidelines

The Murphy Away Projects (MAP) program supports off-campus student-faculty projects that focus on literature and language around the globe, including the United States. Each project trip will include one or two faculty members and up to eight students. Proposals for projects ranging in cost from $200 to $20,000 are welcome.

Focus: All projects should center on the study of literature and language. Although there are no specific requirements to relate the project to an annual program theme, such linkage could be exciting to explore. Projects relating to the annual theme are likely to have an advantage in the selection process. Proposals will be accepted from faculty in any discipline, as long as literature and/or language are the principal focus of projects.

Projects: Proposals should clearly describe specific projects that students and faculty will complete during and/or after their travel, including deadlines for project completion and ways that students and faculty will share the results of their projects with the campus at large during the following year. While student participants may apply for experiential learning credit for their participation in a MAP project, “Odyssey” credit cannot of course be guaranteed.

Coordinator Responsibilities: To avoid academic staffing problems, the principal project coordinator should secure the approval of his or her department and area chairs. Other faculty participants should obtain the approval of his or her department chair.

The principal coordinator will be responsible for arranging travel, lodging, and other details of a project. While Hendrix-Murphy staff are available for consultation, project preparation tasks are the responsibility of the project coordinator.

APRIL 20, 2009

for projects that take place or require expenditure

between May 31, 2009 and September 8, 2009

SEPTEMBER 8, 2009

for academic year projects that take place or require expenditure

between September 8, 2009, and May 31, 2010.

Expenditures: Expenditures for 2009-2010 academic year projects should be completed by May 1, 2010. However, you may apply now for a project that takes place after May 1, if expenditures are required before May 31, 2010.

Final Report: Within one month after the project, the coordinator will also submit a brief final report on the project, including evaluations by student and other faculty participants. Students may be invited to present a public presentation on their participation in either the same or following academic year.
