Comedy
From Aristophanes to David Sedaris, comedy has enlivened literature and language through the ages. It may be light-hearted or dark-spirited, risqué or wry, intricately complex or incredibly simple-minded. Comedic forms range from farce to irony, from satire to sarcasm, from puns to parody, from comedy of manners to commedia dell’arte. Comedy may illuminate serious discourse or elevate seemingly frivolous activity.

Comedy can be found in all languages and cultures throughout history. Often regarded as not quite as valuable or as serious as other forms, comedy can in fact be more difficult to write, perform, and even discuss. Its qualities sometimes defy definition, though laughter itself seems universal. Literary and linguistic parallels and intersections may also be drawn to its assumed opposite, tragedy.

Comedy offers limitless opportunities for programs and events that explore its expression in all cultures, periods, and genres. Possibilities include lectures readings, performances, films, workshops, exhibits, writing and similar competitions, book and other discussions, and perhaps even more innovative and imaginative ventures.
