Request for proposals for
Three-Year Programs (2010-2013)

DEADLINE: January 27, 2010

The Hendrix-Murphy Foundation requests proposals that may be funded for up to three academic/fiscal years, including 2010-2011, 2011-2012, 2012-2013. All programs must FOCUS DIRECTLY ON literature and/or language. 
PLEASE DO NOT USE PREVIOUS YEARS’ PROPOSAL FORMS.

NEW PROPOSAL REQUIREMENT: When you e-mail your proposal, please send a copy of your message to your department and area chairs, so we will know he or she has been informed of time or other commitments you may be making with your proposal.

Three-year funding may be more suitable for programs that extend over multiple years and will free coordinators from making full proposals every year for such programs. Following are examples of such programs:

Study abroad programs provide funds for students traveling and studying in a country other than the United States to receive course or other credit as part of a formal study abroad program. Proposals should be for programs rather than for individual student projects. Courses or other material studied must be primarily related to the study of literature and/or language. Faculty/student project travel should be submitted for funding through the Murphy Away Program (MAP). Note: Please use “Enrichment” proposal form.

Examples: Hendrix in Madrid (José Vilahomat) Literature and Language Study Abroad Scholarships (David Sutherland), British Studies at Oxford Scholarships (Bob Entzminger)

Faculty development programs provide funds for faculty development projects in literature and language. However, faculty sabbatical proposals should be submitted to the existing “Faculty Sabbatical Stipend” program. Note: Please use “Faculty Development” form.

Examples: Literature and Language Faculty Sabbatical Stipend Program (Dr. David Sutherland) or “Transitions: Student/Faculty-Guided Reading and Writing Seminar” (Eric Binnie)
Visitor and residency programs provide funds for series of short- or long-term lecturers, scholars, writers, and others. Most guest lecturer proposals are considered during the fall semester annual proposal process, but some visitor or residency programs may be more suitable for a three-year period. Please note that visiting poet proposals are requested and reviewed during the fall semester annual program proposal round. Note: Please use “Visitor/Residency” form.

Examples: Visiting Theatre Director (Ann Muse, Danny Grace), Creative Writing Residency (David Sutherland), Chinese Language Scholar Exchange (Wayne Oudekerk, Pete Gess), Visiting Poet Series (Alice Hines, Eric Binnie, José Vilahomat)
Other resources provide funds for a variety of programs, often outside the classroom and sometimes away from campus. Note: Please use “Enrichment” proposal form.

Examples: Writing Center (Alice Hines); Language House (Marylou Martin, Wayne Oudekerk, José Vilahomat);Murphy Away Projects, Undergraduate Conference Travel, Internships (David Sutherland); Historical Newspapers Collection (Alex Vernon); Literary and Visual Arts Competitions (Ty Jaeger, Missy Moore); Hendrix Early Literacy Program (Susan Perry); “Transitions” course (Eric Binnie).
