MMR VACCINE INFORMATION

No full-time or part-time student may attend a public or private college in this state unless he or she has furnished proof, not to exceed thirty (30) calendar days after enrollment, by way of an official record from another educational institution in Arkansas or a certificate from a licensed medical doctor or an authorized public health department representative, that he or she has immunity against measles and rubella. 

Immunity can be shown by providing a serological test confirming immunity or having received two (2) doses of measles and one (1) dose of rubella. 

Other options include applying for a medical, philosophical, or religious exemption. These options are applied for annually with the Arkansas State Health Department. The necessary forms are available from the State Health Department.

The Faulkner County Health Department and the University of Central Arkansas (UCA) Student Health Services offer this vaccine for a $5.00 charge.

Noncompliant students will be dropped from the class rosters and not allowed to attend classes if this information is not received within thirty (30) days of enrollment.
