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You need to bring:
$leeping: Sleeping bag and pillow
Clothing for $pelunking Activity: Jeans you can move in (with a belt!), long-

sleeved shirt, closed-toe athletic shoes or hiking boots. We suggest bringing clothes
you don’t mind getting very dirty. You will need a towel and a change of clothes for
when you finish the tour. There is a swimming area at the mountain, so bring a
swimsuit if you'd like. Other items necessary for spelunking will be provided.
Toiletriess Toothbrush, toothpaste, soap, etc.

Extrass Cameraq, sunscreen, insect repellent, spending money, etc.
